	Discussion/Activity for Meeting Time

(small or large group--sharing experiences, knowledge and questions)

What is a seed? What does it look like? What happens to it?
Let’s plant some seeds.  What do you think will happen? 
What is a garden?  We will discuss this question while in the Alumni garden.

We will introduce the children’s planting table.  This will be a place the children can plant anything that they think might grow.  

	Fieldwork/Investigation for Center Time

(field trips, expert visitors, planned project activities)

We will take magnifying glasses and clipboards outside onto the playground.  The children will select a flower to observe and create an observational drawing. 

We will have a seed helper.  Each child will have a turn to water the seeds that we planted in our pot.
We will walk to the Alumni Center to enjoy their gardens.

They will watch their personal seeds to see if they grow overtime.
	Representation/Display

(any completed projects, artwork, photographs, dictation, etc.)

We will create a web illustrating what we know about seeds.
Teachers will record the children’s predictions about what will happen to the seeds.

The children will label the seeds they choose to plant throughout the study.
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We will photograph our garden experiences this week.

	Reminders: There is no school on Friday April 13th . It is a teacher work day.
Literature for Story Time:  We will read books by Kevin Henkes including:  A Good Day, Old Bear, The Biggest Boy, and My Garden.
Language and Literacy:   There will be a rhyming game available at the literacy table. The children will match pictures of words that rhyme (for example “king” and “ring”) the pictures will interlock like a puzzle piece when the correct match is found.
Mathematical Thinking:  We will continue to work with dominos to make sure all children have had the opportunity to play. 

Social Studies:  Trains will be available for the children to use all week. They will have a chance to construct tracks and pretend with them. 
Scientific Thinking:  Seeds and bulbs will be out at the science table for the children to closely observe with magnifying glasses. We will also begin to grow an avocado seed with water at the science center so that the children can observe how a seed grows. 
Visual Arts:   The children will spend time drawing in the garden this week using paper, clipboards, and markers.
Music/Movement (Indoor Activity): We will learn “I Plant a Little Seed” song.
Gross Motor (Outdoor Activity): We will practice balancing and walking on child-sized stilts outside.
